
Welcome to Junior Trials,

The below is all the information you should need to familiarise yourself with Junior Trials and what a typical ride day involves. 

The following is a brief outline of a ride day: 

· Gates open 7:00am.
· Sign-on from 7:30am until 8:15am (parent and child to attend sign-on shed at the clubhouse and show licence, sign on, collect scrutineering ticket, parent to sign-on as marshal and collect Fluro vest.)
· Scrutineering open from 7:45am until 8:30am (Child to line up their bike in one of three lines at the rear of the clubhouse under the awning, and present their scrutineering ticket, helmet, gloves, armour and boots to be checked, as well as their bike.) 
· Once cleared by Scrutineering, children must walk their bikes into the Pit Area, adjacent to the clubhouse, and place their bikes at the relevant class sign (ie; Demo/Mini Wheels etc.)
· Rider's briefing 8:45am (Steward and Clerk of Course to address everyone attending, inform of any important/relevant information/issues) all riders and parents must be present at rider briefing.
· 9am riding commences.
· AM Session until 11:30/12pm.
· Break for lunch 11:30/12pm depending on the age group (Canteen operates all day and lunch orders are available to be made in the morning prior to 10am to be collected at lunchtime.)
· Riding continues after lunch until around 3pm.
· At riding conclusion, all riders need to be signed off and collect their licences. (Parents must sign-off and return their vest and collect child's licence, return any equipment ie; transponders etc.)

The following are strict rules that are enforced at our facility:

· NO SMOKING anywhere, at all within our facility (If you wish to do so you must leave the grounds outside of the front entry gates.)
· Enclosed footwear must always be worn no exceptions (you will be asked to leave the facility if you do not have appropriate footwear.)
· All riders are to use the transit lane only to move between events.
· No bikes to be ridden in the Carpark, Scrutineering or Pit Areas, they are to be walked, once reaching the entry of the transit lane, riders can mount their bike and start to ride at a safe pace. (Failure to comply will result in a caution.)
· UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES will the consumption of Alcohol and/or Drugs be tolerated and will result in immediate expulsion from the venue.
· ZERO TOLERANCE for any kind of abuse, threats or acts of violence towards anyone, other riders, parents, spectators, First Aid personnel and Key Officials at the facility. Suspension from the venue will occur.

We are a family-oriented facility, who prides itself on the safety and wellbeing of our riders and all others attending.
